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|. Introduction

With integrated network interactivity,
you can view how each student scores on each lesson of the course. If a network is not
available, students can print out progress reports or save them as files, and then submit
them to you.



2. Installing and Setting up the Teacher Version

A.Installing the Teacher Version on a PC

Insert the CD-ROM into your computer. If your computer has the autoplay feature
enabled, the setup program should run. If not, simply select the CD-ROM device from
Windows Explorer, and double-click the program entitled “Setup.exe,” which will
launch the installation program. Follow the on-screen directions for product installation,
as well as Quicktime installation (if necessary). Once the installation is finished, launch
the Instructor Tool to begin creating student accounts for the course.

B. Installing the TeacherVersion on a Mac

Insert the Piano & Keyboard Method CD-ROM into your computer’s CD-ROM drive.
Double-click the CD icon on your desktop. When the CD folder opens, simply drag the
Piano and Keyboard Method icon and the Instructor Tool icon to your Applications
folder. If you need to install Quicktime (this should only apply to OS 9 or earlier systems),
drag that icon to your applications folder as well. After that, launch the Instructor Tool
to begin creating student accounts for the course.

C. Setting up the Instructor Tool

When the Instructor’s Tool is first run, it will not contain any student accounts and will
need to have preferences set up. It will automatically bring up the “Preferences” dialog
(also available from the “Options” menu) so that you can set up the following;:

|I.Account Data Path

This is the location on the network where you will store information about all the
student accounts. The instructor must have network write access to this path.

The students must have network read access to this path from their computers in
order to choose an account when they start up the application.

2. Default Teacher
This is not required, and can be changed on a student-by-student basis.

3. Default Course
This is also not required, and can be changed on a student-by-student basis.

4. Default Progress Path

This is the location on the network where progress information (such as scores,
course progression and notes) will be recorded for each student. It can be the same as
the “Account Data Path”, but the student must have network write access to this
path and the instructor must have network read access to this path. Individual
students can have different default progress paths (which may be necessary
depending on how your school’s network is set up.)
